Follow Up Focus Group for MUH Objective (Prop 99, Objective 1, 2014-2017: 1-E-4)

Objective: By June 30, 2017, At least 3 jurisdictions in Orange County will adopt an option that incorporates a tobacco control element into official documents, such as, but not limited to, general plans/building codes/zoning requirements to increase the amount of smoke-free indoor and/or outdoor areas in multi-unit housing.
Cities selected:

· Anaheim
· Garden Grove
· Huntington Beach
· Laguna Woods
· San Clemente
· Stanton
(Recap the reasons why these cities were selected):

· Had to have at least 20% MUH
· High need based on adult smoking prevalence and percentage of children in the city
· Existing relationships with city staff
· High willingness from city staff to discuss this issue, based on current or past experience
· High resident support for smoke-free MUH

(Ask the focus group questions about each of the cities to find out if they think any progress has been made in the area of smokefree MUH, and why or why not. Exception: We will not discuss Laguna Woods because of existing MUH policies.)

1. Over the past 3 years, has the city integrated any smoke-free MUH approaches that you are aware of? If so, what were these approaches?

2. Over the past 3 years, have elected city officials championed smoke-free MUH approaches? If so, who championed the approaches, and in what ways? Were there any important political barriers?

3. Over the past 3 years, have city staff supported smoke-free MUH approaches? If so, who supported the approaches, and in what ways?

4. Over the past 3 years, has the community in the city supported smoke-free MUH? If so, who supported it, and how?

5. Over the past 3 years, have there been other tobacco control or general public health successes in the city that made it harder or easier to promote smoke-free MUH efforts? Please explain.

6. Do you have any recommendations for TUPP to increase support for smoke-free MUH in the city?
