Public Intercept Survey: Tobacco Litter (2.2.29, 2.2.30)
This document contains survey questions that aim to better to understand the public’s opinion about tobacco litter.  It is not designed to ask all questions, instead, it offers a menu of question options and types.  Wording and question order may also be tailored.  The term, “tobacco litter,” is used here, but use what works best for your community, e.g. “cigarette butts and tobacco litter” or “tobacco product waste” or “tobacco waste” or another term.
For a 5 minutes survey, select about 10 questions from various sections and all of the demographic questions.  Feel free to submit your draft surveys to tobaccoeval@ucdavis.edu to receive feedback and remember to pilot test data collection instruments to ensure it is appropriate for the target community.  The TCEC website has other resources about survey design, sampling methods, training data collectors, and collecting data on mobile devices.
Remember to include a greeting and a brief topic introduction such as, “We want to learn about your opinions on tobacco litter in your community.  This includes cigarette or cigar butts, e-cigarettes, vape pens, hookah pens, and packaging. Your responses will be anonymous. It should take about 5 minutes to complete.”  At the end, remember to thank the respondents.
