1. How would you describe your role in the community?  



2. How harmful do you think secondhand and thirdhand smoke are to people’s health? 



3. How important do you think it is that public policy protect people from secondhand and thirdhand smoke? 



4. The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) has proposed a rule that would require 3,100 public housing agencies across the country funded by HUD to go smoke-free, prohibiting lit tobacco products (cigarettes, cigars or pipes) in all living units, indoor common areas, administrative offices and all outdoor areas within 25 feet of housing and administrative office buildings. How do you feel about this proposed HUD rule? 



5. How would you feel if there were a local law like HUD’s proposed rule that made public multi-unit housing in Sutter County smoke-free, meaning that no smoking would be allowed in individual units or in common areas of public multi-unit housing complexes, such as Mahal Plaza or Richland Housing?  



6. How would you feel about a similar law for privately-owned multi-unit housing complexes in Sutter County? 



7. What do you see as the main benefits of a smoke-free housing policy? 




8. What do you think the barriers and challenges to implementing a smoke-free housing policy would be? Do you have any suggestions for how to overcome those barriers?




9. Who do you think would be the strongest supporters of such a policy? 




10. Who do you think would be the strongest opponents?
