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Read aloud: Hi, I’d like to talk to you today on behalf of	because we are interested in understanding your views on secondhand smoke exposure in properties owned or managed by public housing authorities.


1. Briefly describe your roles and responsibilities within the city/county government/community/organization.





2. Do you think drifting SHS in public housing is a problem in your city/county? (Possible probes: What makes you think that?) [Interviewer could have statistics at hand to share, if asked. This could also be an opportunity to follow up with information on the scope of the problem later.]





Read aloud: In recent years, some public housing authorities in California have adopted the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development’s (HUD) smoke-free housing policies in all of the properties they own or manage to reduce exposure to secondhand smoke among their residents. Policy provisions are broadly aimed at indoor air quality, reducing exposure to secondhand smoke, smoking cessation, and reducing maintenance costs. Public housing authorities are given discretion to develop and implement specific non- smoking policies, such as prohibiting smoking in indoor and outdoor common areas, units and balconies and patios, smoking only in designated areas, or smoking only until lease renewal or until some  designated date.

3. What challenges, if any, might there be in adopting a smoke free public housing policy in your city/county? (Possible probes: Would any entities in particular be opposed to this type of policy? If yes, Why? What current issues within the jurisdiction might make it difficult for such a policy to be adopted?)






4. What strategies might be effective in overcoming challenges to adopting a policy that would regulate smoking in multi-unit housing? (Possible probes: What individuals or groups are likely to be supportive of such a policy? What issue or issues covered in the policy (e.g., smoking prevention, protecting residents’ health and safety (fire risk), lower maintenance costs and insurance rates, possible tax credit to developers, designated smoking and non-smoking areas) are likely to resonate in the community?)

5. Do you think the Public Housing Authority in your city/county would support the adoption of smoke free public housing policy? Why or why not?






6. Can you suggest others that are likely to be influential on this issue that we should talk to? (Possible probes include: Such as resident council presidents, public housing commissioners, and housing authority staff?)
